Extended Thinking

	· Define terms

· Describe/explain who, what, where, when, or how

· Identify or describe literary elements (characters, setting, sequence, etc.)

· Identify whether specific information is contained in graphic representations (e.g., map, chart, table, graph, T-chart, diagram) or text features (e.g., headings, subheadings, captions)

· Read words orally in connected text with fluency & accuracy

· Recall, recognize, or locate basic facts, details, events, or ideas explicit in texts

· Recognize figurative language in a reading passage.

· Select appropriate words when intended meaning/definition is clearly evident

· Support ideas by reference to verbatim or only slightly paraphrased details from the text. 

· Use a dictionary to find the meanings of words.

· Use language structure (pre/suffix) or word relationships (synonym/antonym) to determine meaning of words
	· Categorize/compare literary elements, terms, facts, details, events

· Classify  characteristic text features; distinguish between texts, genres

· Distinguish: relevant-irrelevant information; fact/opinion

· Explain why, cause-effect

· Generate conjectures or hypotheses based on observations or prior knowledge and experience

· Give non-examples/examples

· Identify and summarize the major events in a narrative.

· Identify main ideas or accurate generalizations of texts

· Identify use of literary devices

· Locate information to support explicit-implicit central ideas

· Make basic inferences or logical predictions from data or texts

· Obtain and interpret information using text features

· Predict a logical outcome based on information in a reading selection.

· Summarize results, concepts, ideas

· Use context to identify the meaning of words/phrases
	· Analyze information within data sets or texts

· Analyze interrelationships among concepts, issues, problems

· Analyze or interpret author’s craft (literary devices, viewpoint, or potential  bias) to critique a text

· Apply a concept in a new context

· Cite evidence and develop a logical argument for conjectures

· Critique conclusions drawn

· Describe how  word choice, point of view, or bias may affect the readers’ interpretation of a text

· Describe, compare, and contrast solution methods

· Develop a complex model for a given situation
